Parking

General Parking: Guests may park in our primary parking lot. This lot has limited capacity, so we have prepared additional overflow
parking areas behind and next to the main lot. Park staff wearing yellow safety vests will be stationed in the parking area to help
direct guests where to park. Due to the high volume of vehicles expected that day, we kindly ask all guests to follow the direction of
our parking staff. This will help ensure everyone has a place to park and that vehicles can safely enter and exit as needed.

Handicap Parking: Guests with a valid accessible parking placard displayed in their vehicle will be directed to designated Handicap
parking spaces only upon request.

Check - In / Registration

Check-In / Registration for this event will be handled at a designated station outside of one of our Lodging Units (The Lodge). The
lodge is a house located to the left of our primary lot. This house will be marked with signage, staffed by both the International Soap
Box Derby organization and Jellystone Park™ Akron Canton Team.

Event Tickets: All guests must visit this check-in/registration station prior to entering the park facilities on the other site of Hoover
Ave. All champs receive a complimentary event ticket, and friends and family must purchase a separate Sicket. These tickets are
$26/each and can be purchased online or day of at this location. If you have purchased your tickets online, simply provide your name
and a digital receipt, and you'll be given wristbands for your group. If you are purchasing tickets day of, we accept cash and all major
cards.

Meal Voucher: In addition to the free admission, all champs will recieve a pre-paid meal voucher. Guests with meal vouchers will receive
a second wristband of a different color. This wristband will be cut off when redeemed.

Park Amenities Included with Your Ticket

Water Zone Information:

o Guests must enter through the admissions gate. (Wristband Required)

o All coolers and oversized bags are subject to inspection for alcohol and
glass containers. Coolers must be small enough to fit under a pool chair.

o Children 12 and under must wear a life jacket when entering the deep
end past the dock. Complimentary life jackets are available in youth and
adult sizes.

o A15-minute safety break will take place at 5:00 PM.

o The park is not responsible for lost or stolen personal items. Quarter-
operated storage lockers are available.

o Additional seating and picnic space is available behind the pool area,
across the bridge.

o The pool is guarded; however, parents are asked to keep children 12 and
under in sight at all times.

o Out of courtesy for other guests, reserving seating with unattended
personal items for extended periods is not allowed

Mini-Golf Information:
o Guests may receive golf clubs, golf balls, and

score cards at the admissions gate.
(Wristband Required)

o The course begins at hole one directly across
from the admissions gate.

o The 18" hole will take your ball. Clubs may be
returned in a designatied bin.

o Each game is limited to 6 total people.
Larger groups must split into smaller
groups.



Park Amenities Included with Your Ticket

Recreation Pavilion / Family Fun Zone Information:

Guests may access this area by crossing the bridge behind
the pool or the bridge next to the Park 0ffice/General Store.
A paid craft station will be open throughout the event. Paid
Activity Vouchers are required for paid crafts. Gem mining
will be handled separately at the Park Office.

Paid Activity Vouchers may be purchased at the check-
in/registration station or at the Park Office.

Free barrel train rides will run at designated times. Pick-up
and drop-off will be at the covered bridge at the far end of
the creek.

The park does not provide balls for basketball, gaga ball, or
other games. Guests are encouraged o bring their own or
purchase one from the General Store.

The Jump Pad will remain inflated and available for use
throughout the event, weather permitting. It may be
deflated for safety during inclement weather. Shoes are not
permitted on the Jump Pad and may be placed in the
designated cubbies.

The RC Track does not have RG cars available. Guests are
encouraged to bring their own.

The indoor sandbox will be open throughout the event, and a
movie will be playing in that area for the full duration of the
event.

Event guests are welcome and encouraged to spread out
across available picnic tables, benches, chairs, and seating
areas throughout the Family Fun Zone.

Character meet-and-greet and photo opportunities will take
place during two designated times.

Guests will receive a printed activity schedule at check-in.

Frequently Asked Questions

What if | need to leave the event and come back?
e Guests may come and go as they please, but must be wearing their event wristband to re-enter the park.
What if my wristband breaks or falls off?
o Broken wristbands may be replaced at no cost in the Park Office as long as the broken wristband is returned. Wristband replacements without
returning the original band may be subject to a replacement fee equal to the value of the wristband.
If 1 wait until the day of the event, will tickets sell out?
o The park has prepared for the high end of projected attendance and does not anticipate cutting off ticket sales.
When is the earliest | can arrive?
e Parking staff will be ready to begin parking vehicles at 2:00 PM. The check-in/registration station will open at 2:30 PM. Once guests have checked
in and received their wristbands, they are welcome to begin enjoying the park.
When do | have to leave?
o The event officially ends at 7:00 PM when the pool closes. However, event guests are invited to stay and continue enjoying the other available
amenities until 8:30 PM
Where can | store my personal items?
o The park is not responsible for lost or misplaced personal items during this event. Quarter-operated rental lockers are available in the pool area.
Guests may use these lockers, keep items in their vehicle, or store items at pool seating or picnic areas at their own risk.
Can the Pic-A-Nic Basket concessions stand accommodate dietary restrictions and allergies?
e Food and Beverage staff will make every effort to accommodate dietary restrictions and allergies. However, we cannot guarantee that items
served will be free from cross-contamination, as multiple menu items share the same preparation spaces.
Is there an ATM, and can | pay with large bills?
o There is not an ATM on-site. Guests may pay with cash or card. Due to the volume of guests and limited cash on hand, we cannot accept bills
larger than $20.
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
